JANUARY 2008 
 

Dioceses of Lebombo &  Relief Fund grants were sent towards purchasing emergency 
Niassa (Southern Africa)  supplies such as food and mosquito nets for families affected by 
  severe flooding. 

 
FEBRUARY 2008 

 

Diocese of Banks & Torres  A Relief Fund grant was sent to help purchase emergency  
(Melanesia) supplies of food, clothing and other essential items for families  
 affected by Cyclone Funa. 
 
Diocese of Bukavu  A Relief Fund grant was sent towards purchasing emergency 
(Congo)  supplies such as blankets, soap, clothing, medicines and mosquito 

nets for families displaced following an earthquake. 

 
MARCH 2008 

 

Dioceses of Southern Relief Fund grants were sent towards purchasing emergency  
Malawi & Upper Shire supplies of food, clothing, bedding and medicines for families  
(Central Africa) worst affected by flooding. 
 
Mothers' Union in Iraq A Relief Fund grant was sent to help the Mothers' Union in Iraq 

purchase emergency supplies such as food, medicines and 
blankets for those in need during the current crisis in the country. 

 
APRIL 2008 

 

Province of Kenya  A Relief Fund grant was sent towards helping the Mothers' Union 
relief effort across the country. This grant was particularly towards 
purchasing supplies of porridge flour, maize, beans and sanitary 
towels to be distributed to families displaced by the violence 
following the national elections. 



 
MAY 2008 

 

Province of Myanmar A Relief Fund grant was sent towards purchasing emergency 
supplies of blankets, mosquito nets and food to families affected 
by a powerful cyclone. 

 
Mothers’ Union in Iraq A further Relief Fund grant was sent to the Mothers’ Union in Iraq, 

to help them purchase supplies such as food and blankets for 
those in need. 

 

September 2008 
 
Province of Kenya  A Relief Fund grant was sent towards helping the Mothers' Union 

relief effort across the country. This grant was particularly towards 
purchasing supplies of maize, and beans to be distributed to 
families affected by severe drought.
